Historical and cultural

ITINERARY

1) Piazza Duomo

The “Platea Magna® has always been the main square
of the rity and is overd impartant baroque
manuments such as the Cathedral entitled to St
?gal:ha. the City Hall, the Clerics’ palace and Uzeda

oDrway.
Inthe m‘fddlens the symbel of Catania, 'u Lictru; made
in |avastone and representing an elephant surmoun-
ted by an obelisk, The monument was realized
between 1735 and 1737 by the architect Giovan
Battista Vaccarini.

2] La Cattedrals 5

Founded on the remains of ancient Roman Baths
betwesn 1086 and 1090 during the Norman
conguast, the Cathedral had the characteristics of an
“ecclesia munita’, with huge lavastone apses endinﬁ
in crenellations. These and the transept were spare
by the destructive 1693 earthquake. The restoring
wiorks for the new building bagan in 1709 and were
entrusted in 1730 by bishop Galletti to the architect
Giovan Hattista Vaccarini. On the right side of the
main aftar is St. Agatha’s Chapel, where the relics of
our Haoly Patran St Agatha are conserved, the so-cal-
led *cammaredda” (the fittle room).

3) Palazzo degli Elefanti

To its constructian, occured after the 1693 earthgua-
ke, contributed the architects Longobardo, Vaccanni
and Batm%ina; the monumertal staircaise was later
realzed in X1 century by the architect Stefana Ittar,
The entrance hall houses the two eighteerth-century
Senate carriages on which the authorities parade on
the first day of the celebrations in honour of St
Agatha In the Hall of Honour on the first floor, titled
Lo the famous musician Vincenzo Bellini, you can
admire the works by the painter Gluseppe Sciuth.

&) Fontana dell'Amenano

The Carrara-marble fountain created by the Neapoli-
tan sculptor Tito Angeliniin 1867 is a tribute to the
River Amenanc, represented by a young man holdin;
a comucopia from which pours out a wide fiow
water, seen by the inhabitants of Catania as a sheet,
“linzolu’, whicl glium the fountain the popular name
of "arqua 'o linzaiu”

5) Palarzo dei Chierici

The clerice’ seminary, today Clerics’palace, was rebuit
after the 1633 earthgquake and has mantained the
original sixteenth-century plan. It's one of the highest
barogue expressions in the City and incorporates on
its right side the Fountain of the seven channels
located at the entrance of Pescheriz, the famous
fishmarket consicered one of the most beautiful open
markets in the Mediterranean. A flyover upon Uzeda
doorway connects |t with the Cathedral,

6) Porta Uzeda

Entitled to the Spanish viceroy Giovanni Francesco
Paceco, duke of Uzeda, it was opened in 1696 in a
cegment of sixteenth- century Charles V's walls
overlooking the sea, called Parta grande della Marina
(Big Doar of the Marina) as well.

7) Tarme Achilliane

The Achilliane Baths are ane of the mast significant
buildings of the Roman Imperial period in Catania and
are situated underngath the fioor of the Cathedral;
you can get into thern by the parvis, The spa, fed by
the river Amenano, was brought to light after the
catastrophic earthquake of 1693 2t the behest of
Prince of Biscari, lgnazio Paternd Castello.

On the vaults are still visible stuccos with cupids,
animals, tendrils and grapes. in the middle of this
room there is a bathtub eriginally covered in marble
as well as the rest of the pavement.

8) Badia di Sant'Agata

The church, which faces the northem facade of the
cathedral, was destroyed by the earthg of 16533,
From 1735 to 176/ the architect Giovan Battisti
Vaccarini worked at its reconstruction and in 1742 the
dome was set up on lavastone arches; its plan is
centric and hasts side chapels.

9) Palazxo Biscari

At the end of the seventeenth century, after the 1693
earthguake, the noble family of the Biscan princes
wanted to bulld iton a stretch of Charles \V's old walls
ona project by the architect Alonzo Di Benedetto, The

palace s one of baroque wonders in Catania and
contains rooms and halis beautifully frescoed, still
used for ceremonies and events. The Salone delie
Feste, entirely covered with mirrors and decarations,
ouerlooks the Marina through seven magrificent
windows realized by the sculptor fram SEina
Antonino Amato.

10) Palazzo Platamone (Palace of Culture)

Evidence of late medieval and Renaissance
architecture, the palace owes its name to the
Platamone family, one of the most eminent in Catania
in XV century. Donated to the refigious and become
the Monastery of 5t Pacida, it was destroyed by the
earthgquake of 1693, Today only 2 Inﬁgia surmounted
by a balceny remains of it, still visiole at one end of
the courtyard. Referred to nowadays as Palace of
Culture, it hosts comtemporary exhibitions and
cultural everits.

11) Teatro Greco e Romano

Fathers who had their convent there and the
adjoining church of San Camilla. n the short space of
about 200 metres there are four churches and
annexed monasteries: San Benadetto, San Guliano,
San Camillo and the Jesuit Collaga.

At the southern side you can see Benedetting's Arch,
so — called "dammusu” while at he north ane there is
Villa Cerami, built between 1724 and 1727 by
Damenica Russo Scammacea, prince of Cerami,

17) Anfiteatro Romano

The Rornan Amghitheatre, with its elegant elliptical
shape, It's one of the most significant monuments of
(Catania’s Roman Period, buiit around the middle of
the Il century AD.

The largest in Sioly, it can be compared with others in
ltaly lika Colosseum. The monument was built in lava
stone, the sittings and the podium were covered with
marble and also the colonnades. It was used for
performances, naumachia and gladiator fights.

Brought to light at the end of the nir century,
its construction dates back to the imperial Roman era
(Il century d. C). Implanted on a Greek theatre, the
caves, the orchestra and some parts of the scepe
have been preserved. In the hilly part, to the east, it
contemplates a minor theater, dating back to the
same period, of semicircular shape, called Odeon,
whose function was to host musical and dance
performances, as well as rehearsals of the perfor-
mances held in the immediate theater,

12) Casa Museo Vincenza Bellini

The House-Museum Vincenze Bellin, where the
musician was bom on the night between 2 and 3
November 1801, is located inside the eighteen-
th-century palace Gravina Cruyllas on Flazza San
Francesco. You get into the birth house through a
small entrance leading to the original rooms of the
time with the hexagana| tiles, the cross vaults, the
small balconies overlooking via Vittorio Emanuele,
the well and the suggestive alcove, in which the littie
ﬁ‘enius ‘was borm, and end your tour in the litte

nerary room, ariginally used as a kitchan.

13) Casa Museo Giovanni Verga

The House-Museum of Giovanni Verga in Catania was
the natve home of the famous Italian writer. The
apartment used as a literary museumn is located on
the second fioor of a bulding in the historical centre
af Catania, where Verga spent his childhood and later
several years with huEmly,Tne interiors are still the
arginal anes. The writer's complete library you can
admire in the room which was his own private studio,
is composed of 2600 volumes placed on sic walnut
bookcases, Inthe display cabinets are alse distributed
copies of Verga's manuscripts.

14) Piazza Universitd

One of the most beautiful and scenographic squares
in the historical centre, it displays on the west side the
University Palace founded originally In 1434 by
Alfanzo V of Aragon and rebuilt in 1696,

On the east side, you can admire Sangiuliano Palace,
bwilt in 1738 on the project by the architect Giovan
Battista Vaccarini for the marguwis of San Giulizno
belonging to the lamily Paternd-Castello,

The square hosts four artistic bronze candle holders
realized in 1575 by the local sculptars Mimi Maria
Lazzarm and Damenico Tudisco representing four
ancient indigenaus legends: Gammazita, the Uzeda
Paladin, theﬁgus brothers and Colapesce

15) Basillca di Maria SS. dell'Elemaosina |2 “Collegiata”
This Church existed already in the fifth centu

little niche dedicated to Holy Mary of alms, better
known as the “Collegiata” It's a masterful example of
Catanese Barogue Following the earthquake in 1693,
it was rebullt on the ruins, in the same zone but back-
ta front in its current orientation.

Rebuilt in the first years of the eighteenth century, on
a project by the Jesuit Angelo I=lia. In the church
there is an apsidal wooden choir, it's the second one
most important after that of the Cathedral.

16) Via Crociferi

Realized in the XVl century, it's a monumental street
in Catania’s histoncal center, the synthesis of the
Catarese Barogue, |t owes its narme to the Crociferi

18) Bellinl

The oldest part of the garden dates back to the
eighteenth century and belonged to Prince ignazia
Paternd Castello di Biscar, who wanted it according
to the types of that time with mazes of hedges,
statues and gushing fountains. Inaugurated on
lanuary 6, 1883, it is considered one of the maost
beautitul in Europe; in the west we can find the "\iale
degl Uomini lustr® which houses the busts of the
most fFamous people of Italian and Catania history.

19} |l Monastero dei Benedettini

The Benedictine Monastery in Piazza Dante is an
excellent example of late Sidlian Barogue. The
manastic Building, which was builtin the 16th century
and has developed up to the present day, is an
example of architectural integration between the
ages. Today it is a UNESCO World Hertage Site, |t
houses a Roman domus, clolsters and a splendid
vertical garden.

20) Chiesa di san Nicold L'Arena

The Church of San Nicold l'Arens, whose facade
remained unfinished in 1796, is one of the largest in
Europe. In its interior you can admire along the
transept a suggestive sundial bullt in 1841 with
zodical figures. In the high altar a beautiful wooden
chalr introduces the big elghteenth-century organ by
Donato del Piano. You can also visit a Mamorial in
memory of the fallen soldiers during the First Warld

r

21) Castella Ursing

Built at the behest of Frederick Il between 1239 and
1250, the Ursina Castle, desgned by the architect
Riccardo da Lentini, it has a square plan delimited by
four circular towers at the comers and four
semitowers, two of which were destroyed by the
earthquake of 1693. Duer the centuries the castle has
played prominent roles becomning a roval seat, first
with the Aragonese, then in the sixteenth century
with the Spanish Viceroys, From the seventesnth
century it was used as a prison, as evidenced by the
graffiti and inscriptions made by prisoners still visible
on the ground floor of the buiiding Due to the
eruption of 1669 the lava flowing towards the sea
surrounded it, leaving it almost intact,

Acquired by the Municipality of Cataniain 1932, itwas
used as the Cuic Museumn of Catania in 1334 and
houses the collection of the Benedicting Fathers, the
Finocchiaro's, part of that of prince Biscari and part of
that donated by baron Zappala-Asmundo.

22) Porta Garibaldi

Initially called Porta Ferdnandea on the occasion of
the wedding between Ferdinand | of the two Sicilies
and Mary Caroline Hapsburg=Loraing, it s a
triumphal arch built in 1768 on the project by the
architects Stefano Ittar and Francesco Battaglia,

It is located in the district Forting, so called in memary
of a Fortified position buitt after the 1669 lava flow
which had damaged the western side of the city by
breaking down the medieval defenses.

23) Exhibition Center Le Ciminlere

Functional complex, bom fram the recovery of sulfur
refineries of the late nineteenth century. Inside there
are: the cinema museum, the museum of the 1943
landing and the exhibition of ancient maps of Siclly.
